Westfall Township Planning Commission

Regular Meeting Minutes 

April 28, 2026, at 7:00 p.m.
The Regular Meeting of the Westfall Township Planning Commission was held on Tuesday, April 28, 2026, and was called to order at 7:00 pm at the Westfall Township Municipal Building on Delaware Drive and LaBarr Lane, Westfall Township.   
Members present were Chairwoman, Deborah P. Fischer, Vice Chairwoman, Jolie DeFeis, Planning Commission Members, Pat Cordova, and Paul Schaldonat; Secretary, Kaitlin Hildebrandt; and Solicitor, Christian Weed.  Also present was Mr. Chris Rinaldi and Mr. Thomas Mignone, Zoning Hearing Board.  There were no members of the general public present.  Planning Commission Member Frank Williams, Lou Cozza, Kiley Associates LLC, Bill Koferl, Westfall Township Volunteer Fire Department Chief, and Zoning and Building Code Officer, Judy Acosta were absent from this meeting.  The Pledge of Allegiance took place.
NEW BUSINESS:  
1. Letter of Support for Westfall Township 2026 LSA Grant Application for the purchase of a new Truck: The Planning Commission reviewed the letter of support for the Townships 2026 LSA Grant Application.  The Township is hopeful to receive grant funding to purchase a new mason dump truck.  The Commission inquired how many trucks the Township currently has, what condition they were in, and if a new truck was needed.  Secretary Hildebrandt stated that the Township currently has two (2) mason dump trucks, that are one (1) model year apart.  These trucks are about ten (10) years old.  These trucks are used to plow and salt in the winter and are used continuously to repair and maintain Township Roads.  The Road Master is hopeful to obtain grant funding in the entire purchase price and then sell one of the dump trucks while it still has value.  Secretary Hildebrandt further stated that the trucks are currently in working condition but are beginning to experience mechanical issues with repairs recently being made to the oil pans and universal joints.  Attorney Weed stated that he has reviewed the letter of support and has no issues. 
A motion was made by Vice Chairwoman DeFeis to approve the April 9, 2026, to sign and send the letter of support for the Westfall Township 2026 LSA Grant Application.  The motion was seconded by Chairwoman Fischer and carries with all in favor.  
OLD BUSINESS:   
1.) Oszustowicz, Oszustowicz, ET Al. - Lot Improvement Plan (097.00-02-07 & 097.00-02-09): Mr. Chris Rinaldi appeared on behalf of the project and stated the following: 
a. The Trees Community will be conveying approximately 1.11 acres to the Oszustowicz Family. 
b. The family will then combine the 1.11 acres with their current 4.82 acres.  
c. Following the April 9th Workshop Meeting the maps have been updated to include any slopes greater than thirty (30 %) percent. 
d. The decorative wells have been notated on the map, they are not in use, and they have been unable to determine if the well functions. 
e. The Oszustowicz Family will not be developing the property. 
f. The Community Pool will remain adjacent to the property and continue to operate.  
g. The Tree Community will be using the proceeds from the sale to remodel the pool. 
Attorney Weed stated that the deeds had been reviewed by Alternate Solicitor Tom Farley and there were no issues.  Additionally, the only outstanding review comment from Kiley Associates, LLC, was to include the slopes greater than thirty (30%) percent on the map, and that comment has been addressed.  There were no further questions or concerns raised by the Planning Commission regarding this application. 
A motion was made by Vice Chairwoman DeFeis to recommend approval of the Oszustowicz, Oszustowicz, ET Al. Lot Improvement Plan to the Westfall Township Supervisors.  The motion was seconded by Chairwoman Fischer and carries with all in favor.  

2.) Matamoras Borough – Westfall Township Comprehensive Plan: Planning Commission Member, Mr. Paul Schaldonat stated that there was no update on the plan at this time.  The Municipalities were working on obtaining additional grant funding and an Intermunicipal Agreement.  There was no further discussion heard or action taken on this agenda item. 
The Planning Commission inquired about the Township implementing Ordinances regulating Data Centers, Warehouses, and Shipping Containers.  It was noted that these matters have been an ongoing informal discussion.  Attorney Weed stated that he has prepared draft ordinances and provided them to the Supervisors.  The Supervisors have been reviewing and discussing these ordinances.  The planning commission expressed concerns that the Ordinances need to be passed immediately in order to avoid the possibility of this type of development.  Attorney Weed and Secretary Hildebrandt indicated that these Ordinances are under review and being discussed by the Supervisors.  The Planning Commission requested to review the draft Ordinances as prepared by Attorney Weed.  Additionally, Planning requested that Secretary Hildebrandt draft correspondence to the Board of Supervisors requesting that the Ordinances be discussed at the May 4th Supervisor Meeting, reviewed, and passed in the order of Data Centers, Warehouses, and Shipping Containers.  The Commission further inquired if a Data Center Ordinance could be adopted at the May 4th Meeting.  Attorney Weed indicated that an ordinance Hearing would need to be scheduled and advertised accordingly.  Following a public hearing, an Ordinance could be passed.  There was no further discussion or action taken.  
PUBLIC COMMENT: There was no public comment heard.  
MINUTES:  

April 9, 2026– Workshop Meeting Minutes:  A motion was made by Chairwoman Fischer to approve the April 9, 2026, Workshop Meeting Minutes.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Paul Schaldonat and carries with all in favor.  Mr. Pat Cordova abstained from the vote as she was not in attendance at this meeting.
