The Regular meeting of the Westfall Township Board of Supervisors was held on Monday, April 6, 2026, at 7:00 pm.  The meeting was held at the Township Building on Delaware Drive and LaBarr Lane, Westfall Township. 

Those present were Chairman Robert Llewellyn; Supervisors Paul Fischer, J. Bernard Swartwood, III, and Peter Joannou; Alternate Solicitor Thomas Farley, and Secretary, Kaitlin Hildebrandt.  Also, present were Road Master Keith Rodriguez, Chief Bill Koferl, of the Westfall Township Volunteer Fire Department, Mr. Edgar Gutierrez, Building Appeals Board, Mr. Thomas Mignone, Zoning Hearing Board, Mr. John Dalton, and approximately one (1) member of the general public. 

Vice Chairman David Twiss, Solicitor Christian E. Weed, Treasurer Scott Myer, Chief Chad Stewart, of the Eastern Pike Regional Police Department, Mike Fischetta, Emergency Management Coordinator, and Mrs. Judy Acosta Zoning and Building Officer were absent from the meeting.

A motion was made by Supervisor Fischer approve the Westfall Fire Department report for the month of March 2026.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Joannou, no further discussion was heard, and the motion carried with all in favor. 
 
HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT: Mr. Keith Rodriguez, Road Master, provided the March 2026 report, which reflects the following: 
· Plowed and put material down for one snow and ice event.
· Maintenance and repairs were done to the salt spreaders from both mason dumps and were removed from the trucks.
· Repaired the steel lid on the traffic light junction box at the Welcome Center exit and 209.
· Replaced two traffic signs at Hulse Dr. and Welcome Center Exit.
· Replaced the Pond Dr. West sign and added a no outlet sign.
· Repairs were done to the salt shed block, after a truck hit the steel arch truss.
· Potholes were filled.
· Replaced the leaking hose bibb, and added a shut off valve, on the Township office.

A motion was made by Supervisor Fischer to approve the Highway Department Report for March 2026.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Joannou, there was no further discussion heard, and the motion carried with all in favor.    

BUILDING/ZONING REPORT: Chairman Llewellyn read the report for March 2026, which reflected the following:  

3 Building Permits, 1 Sewage Permit, and 1 Zoning Permit were issued with the total amount of fees being collected in the amount of $11,038.
  
A motion was made by Supervisor Fischer to approve the Building and Zoning Report for March 2026.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Joannou, there was no further discussion heard, and the motion carried with all in favor.    

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT: Mr. Mike Fischetta, Emergency Management Coordinator, provided the March 2026 report prior to the meeting due to his anticipated absence.  Chairman Llewellyn read the report, which reflects the following:

There were no calls for service for the month of March.  Please excuse me from tonight’s meeting, I am at work and unable to get coverage.  I am available by phone if anything is needed. 

A motion was made by Supervisor Swartwood to approve the Emergency Management Report for March 2026.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Joannou, there was no further discussion heard, and the motion carried with all in favor.   


TREASURER’S REPORT:   Chairman Llewellyn stated that Scott had provided the March 2026 Treasurer’s Report prior to tonight’s meeting due to his anticipated absence. He further inquired if any members of the Board had any questions, with no questions being heard.  Chairman Llewellyn further indicated that income and expenses for the year thus far are in line with the budget.

CORRESPONDENCE: On the desk available for review.    

OLD BUSINESS:
1. Definition of a Shipping Container & Permitted Zone: Chairman Llewellyn stated that the Township is continuing to review drafts of this ordinance and that given this, the matter would need to be tabled until the May 4, 2026, Supervisor Meeting.  There was no further discussion or action taken.  
2. DOT Traffic Study for Turning Arrow for the Intersection of Route 6 & 209 and Mountain Ave.: Chairman Llewellyn stated that the Township is continuing to move forward with obtaining the grant funds to install the turning arrow.  The appropriate funding paperwork was submitted today.  There was no further discussion or action taken. 
3. Addendum to the Regionalization Agreement: Chairman Llewellyn stated that this matter was under review by Matamoras Borough and that as of this meeting, the Township has not yet received a response.  Given this, this matter would be tabled until the May 4, 2026, Supervisor Meeting.  There was no further discussion or action taken.   

NEW BUSINESS:
1. Berkheimer Update: Secretary Hildebrandt stated that there were no permits issued during the month of March that qualified to be reported to Berkheimer.  She further noted that the Township did follow-up with Berkheimer regarding permits reported in February.  Berkheimer stated that the permit issued to Wal Mart will not meet the needed criteria, but Wal Mart has been added regardless so they are aware of the taxes and the permit for Shawnkat construction will likely last for at least ninety (90) days or more, which will require the New York based employer to withhold and remit payments for both taxes.  There was no further action or discussion on this matter. 
2. Schedule and Advertise Clean-up Day for May: A motion was made by Supervisor Joannou to schedule and advertise Clean-up Day for Saturday, May 9, 2026, from 8:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Fischer, there was no further discussion heard, and the motion was carried with all in favor.  
3. Letter of Support for Township Building Addition Grant: A motion was made by Supervisor Fischer to send a letter of support to Congressman Bresnahan’s Office for the Township Building Addition Grant Application.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Joannou, there was no further discussion heard, and the motion was carried with all in favor.  
4. Letter of support for the Friends of the Upper Delaware River’s proposal “Expanding the Upper Delaware River Network into PA”: The Board discussed the reason for the letter of support.  The letter of support relates to expanding the Upper Delaware River Network to include additional communities in Wayne and Pike County. 
A motion was made by Supervisor Fischer to send a letter of support for the Friends of the Upper Delaware River’s proposal “Expanding the Upper Delaware River Network into PA”.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Joannou, there was no further discussion heard, and the motion was carried with all in favor.  
5. Advertise 2024 Annual Audit and Financial Report: A motion was made by Supervisor Swartwood to advertise the 2024 Annual Audit and Financial Report.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Joannou, there was no further discussion heard, and the motion was carried with all in favor.  
6. PA Game Commission’s Shooting Range Improvement Program: Secretary Hildebrandt stated that this matter had been added to the agenda at the request of Supervisor Fischer.  Supervisor Fischer has provided the office with the following information from Representative Olsommer’s Office.  
The Pennsylvania Game Commission’s Shooting Range Improvement Program is now accepting applications for shoot range projects.  Eligible applicants include existing shooting ranges, shooting clubs, recreational shooting organizations, archery clubs and education groups.  Applicants must demonstrate public use of current facilities, such as public range times, educational outreach/training or organized shooting competitions.  Retail shooting ranges are not eligible to apply for this program.  A maximum of $50,000.00 will be awarded per project.  
The Supervisors discussed that the Township range is not open to the public and is solely used  by the Eastern Pike Regional Police Department.  Solicitor Farley raised concerns about the liability of having a public shooting range.  The Board ultimately decided that this grant was not applicable to the Township.  Chairman Llewellyn stated that this matter should be removed from the agenda.  There was no further discussion or action taken on this agenda item. 
7. Appointment of a Supervisor to the Planning Committee Citizens Advisory Committee for the Comprehensive Plan: A motion was made by Chairman Llewellyn to appoint Supervisor Peter Joannou to the Planning Committee Citizens Advisory Committee for the Comprehensive Plan.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Fischer there was no further discussion heard, and the motion was carried with all in favor.  
8. Appointment of a Planning Member to the Planning Committee Citizen Advisory Committee for the Comprehensive Plan: A motion was made by Chairman Llewellyn to appoint Planning Commission Member Paul Schaldonat to the Planning Committee Citizens Advisory Committee for the Comprehensive Plan.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Fischer there was no further discussion heard, and the motion was carried with all in favor.  
9. Appointment of a Westfall Township Resident to the Planning Committee Citizens Advisory Committee for the Comprehensive Plan: A motion was made by Chairman Llewellyn to appoint Township Resident Edgar Gutierrez to the Planning Committee Citizens Advisory Committee for the Comprehensive Plan.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Fischer there was no further discussion heard, and the motion was carried with all in favor.  
10. PCLP Garage Lease Agreement: Chairman Llewellyn stated that this matter would be tabled until the May 4, 2026, Supervisor Meeting as the lease was still under review by PCLP’s attorney.  There was no further discussion or action taken.  
11. LSA Monroe County Payment Request Number 1 – DVSD Central Sewer Connection Project: A motion was made by Supervisor Swartwood to submit the LSA Monroe County Payment Request Number 1 – DVSD Central Sewer Connection Project in the amount of $50,352.00.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Fischer there was no further discussion heard, and the motion was carried with all in favor.  
12. Highway Department Equipment Purchase: A motion was made by Supervisor Fischer to approve the payment of the funds necessary to complete the highway department equipment purchase for the grant.  The motion was seconded by Supervisor Joannou there was no further discussion heard, and the motion was carried with all in favor.
